	COMMENTS/ENVIRONMENTAL/AONB/HUMAN RIGHTS ISSUES/RECOMMENDATION:

	The application relates to a detached property on Wiswell Lane, approx. 150 metres east of the defined settlement of Whalley.

Permission is sought for an ‘L-shaped’ extension around the front and eastern side elevation of the property projecting approx. 4.5m from the front elevation, running approx. 9.5m in length and projecting approx. 3m from the eastern side elevation and approx. 4.5m in length with an overall maximum height of approx. 4.7m. Materials to be used in its construction are slate grey stone cladding to the front and western elevation and rendered walls to match existing to the eastern elevation and to the rear.

Permission is also sought for a number of alterations to the front elevation including the removal of the internal garage to be used as a dining room, a covered vestibule area as well as alterations to the existing balcony and a number of internal alterations. The external materials of the building are to be changed from stonework up to the first floor level to grey stone cladding with stone quoins.

In terms of visual impact the scale, size and design of the proposed extension is acceptable and as the property is set well back from the roadside and is screened by existing mature trees and hedging any visual impact of the proposal will be minimal.

With regards to neighbouring residential impact as the proposal is single storey and located towards the eastern side of the building farthest from any neighbouring properties any residential impact will be minimal.

Therefore, I do not consider this application would cause a significant detrimental impact on the visual amenity of the area or on the residential amenity of the occupiers of the surrounding properties. As such, the application is recommended accordingly.


	SUMMARY OF REASONS FOR APPROVAL:

	The proposal has no significant detrimental impact on nearby residential amenity nor would it have an adverse visual impact.



	RECOMMENDATION: That conditional planning permission be granted.
