	COMMENTS/ENVIRONMENTAL/AONB/HUMAN RIGHTS ISSUES/RECOMMENDATION:

	The application relates to Pendleton Village Hall within the settlement of Pendleton.

Permission is sought for a proposed porch to the eastern elevation of the building with approx. dimensions of 1.7m x 3.6m x 3.9m in height to provide improved access to the building for wheelchair users and both interior and exterior alterations to provide a disabled toilet towards the western side of the building.

In terms of visual impact the scale, size and design of the proposed porch is acceptable and as the works to create the additional disabled toilet are primarily internal with only the removal of a door and replacement with a window any potential visual impact will be minimal.

With regards to neighbouring residential impact as the proposals are a sufficient distance from any residential properties any potential impact will be minimal.

Therefore, I do not consider this application would cause a significant detrimental impact on the visual amenity of the area or on the residential amenity of the occupiers of the surrounding properties. As such, the application is recommended accordingly.
