	COMMENTS/ENVIRONMENTAL/AONB/HUMAN RIGHTS ISSUES/RECOMMENDATION:

	The application relates to a semi-detached property on Littlemoor Road opposite the Cricket Ground within the defined settlement of Clitheroe.

Permission is sought for the erection of a rear conservatory with approx. dimensions of 4m x 3.1m x 2.8 metres in height constructed of a stone dwarf pebble dashed wall to match the brickwork of the existing property, U.P.V.C windows and doors with a glazed roof.

In terms of visual impact the scale, size and design of the proposed conservatory is acceptable and as it is to the rear of the property it will not be clearly visible within the immediate locality.

As the proposal will be single-storey with a sloping roof I consider that any impact upon residential amenity will be minimal. However, to safeguard the privacy of the adjoining neighbour I consider that a condition be placed on the decision notice to ensure that the windows on the side elevation facing the adjoining property are obscure glazed.  
Therefore, I do not consider this application would cause a significant detrimental impact on the visual amenity of the area or on the residential amenity of the occupiers of the surrounding properties. As such, the application is recommended accordingly.


	SUMMARY OF REASONS FOR APPROVAL:

	The proposal has no significant detrimental impact on nearby residential amenity nor would it have an adverse visual impact.
