	COMMENTS/ENVIRONMENTAL/AONB/HUMAN RIGHTS ISSUES/RECOMMENDATION:

	The application relates to a terraced property on Humber Street within a designated Conservation Area in Longridge.

Permission is sought for the erection of a single car garage on land across from Humber Street to the front of the property in the applicants ownership with approx. dimensions of 5.5m x 4.4m x 3.5m in height with a pitched roof constructed of rendered and pebble dashed blockwork walls with a marley modern tiled roof.

In terms of visual impact the scale, size and design of the proposal is acceptable and as it will be sited in-between an existing commercial building and garage its visual impact will be minimal.

With regards to residential impact as the proposal will be single storey and sited approx. 12 metres from the applicants property and there are similar proposals in the immediate vicinity any potential neighbouring impact will be minimal.

Therefore, I do not consider this application would cause a significant detrimental impact on the visual amenity of the area or on the residential amenity of the occupiers of the surrounding properties. As such, the application is recommended accordingly.
