	Advertisement consent is sought for two name stones built into the proposed new entrance walls to Shireburn Caravan Park to be illuminated by strip uplight luminaries (rapier sign light, black finish, thin profile).  The natural cut smooth sandstone panels for the words Shireburn Park to be engraved into are approximately 6.4m x 0.6m in height with the luminary mounted below.  The walls themselves are subject of another application reference 3/09/0485/P and thus it is just the lettering and static illumination to be considered as part of this scheme.  I am of the opinion that the advert proposed would not prove significantly detrimental to the visual amenities of the area and a plan submitted detailing the light spillage lead me to conclude that the lighting scheme is appropriate.  For these reasons I recommend accordingly.
