	COMMENTS/ENVIRONMENTAL/AONB/HUMAN RIGHTS ISSUES/RECOMMENDATION:

	The application relates to a detached property on Broad Meadow off Garstang Road within the settlement of Chipping.

Permission is sought for a porch to the eastern side elevation of the property measuring approx. 3m x 1.8m x 3m in height to the ridge. Materials to be used will match those of the existing property.

In terms of visual impact the scale, size and design of the proposal is acceptable and will not prove visually prominent within the immediate locality.

With regards to potential impact on neighbouring properties as there is existing boundary treatments to the rear and there are no properties to the east of the proposal any potential impact will be minimal.
