	This application seeks the discharge of condition no. 2 (materials), condition no. 3 (containment/storage/removal of waste) and condition no. 4 (drainage) of planning consent 3/2007/0910/P at land at Brookside Farm, Moss Side Lane, Thornley, Lancashire for the Erection of poultry building and siting of three feed hoppers approved under application 3/2007/0910/P.
With regards to condition 2 of the approved plans, the applicant has confirmed that the materials to be used for the roof and walls of the proposed building extension and feed hoppers, subject to this application, will be ‘Vandyke Brown’ box profile sheeting. Following a visit to the site, I can confirm that the samples and details submitted are considered acceptable.
