	The issues relate to whether or not the use of agricultural land currently as grazing to form areas of land for soft fruit and vegetables for own consumption constitute development.  It is clear from case law and from the definition of agricultural that fruit growing and vegetables come within the definition of agriculture.  This has been confirmed by the Council's Solicitor and I have no reason to dispute this case.  Providing the land does not become part of a residential curtilage, the use for growing of fruit, whether or not sold or used for own consumption would still constitute agricultural use.
