	COMMENTS/ENVIRONMENTAL/AONB/HUMAN RIGHTS ISSUES/RECOMMENDATION:

	The application relates to a detached property within the settlement boundary of Longridge s defined by the Ribble Valley Districtwide Local Plan. Planning permission is sought for the erection of a first floor extension over the existing single storey garage and utility room at the dwelling, and the proposed conversion of the garage to additional internal accommodation. The scheme will provide internal access to the first floor of the level via the introduction of a lift.
The key issue to consider is the impact of the proposals on the streetscene, as no neighbours will be affected by the proposals. Whilst we would normally require that a two storey side extension be set back from the front elevation, given the orientation of the dwelling in relation to other properties on this Close, I do not consider the extension proposed will have a significant detrimental visual impact on the streetscene, despite the set back only being minimal.

Therefore, bearing in mind the above comments, and that the proposal complies with the relevant Policies, the application is recommended accordingly.


	SUMMARY OF REASONS FOR APPROVAL:

	The proposal has no significant detrimental impact on nearby residential amenity nor would it have an adverse visual impact.
