	COMMENTS:

	Moorcock House is located to the west of the Moorcock Inn Public House on the west side of Slaidburn Road to the north of Waddington and within the Forest of Bowland Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty.  The applicant owns approximately 16 hectares of land to the north and west of the dwelling upon which a flock of sheep is kept.  Sheep were in the fields concerned at the time of my site visit.

The application seeks prior notification approval for an open fronted building to be used for the storage of feed and equipment for the flock of sheep.  The proposed building has approximate dimensions of 14m x 6.2m with an eaves height of 3.2m and a ridge height of 3.8m.  The walls up to 1.2m would be horizontal treated timber stock walling, above which would be vertical timber space boarding.  The shallow sloping roof would be juniper green coloured box section steel sheets.  The building would be sited in the corner of the field, close to an existing access track and would be well screened by trees and hedges to the car park of the Moorcock Inn.  The building would be approximately 150m away from the Inn itself.

As such, I do not consider that the proposed building would have any detrimental effects upon the Moorcock Inn.

The building would only have an impact on the applicant’s own dwelling, Moorcock House, and even that, in my opinion, would be minimal.

I consider the building to be reasonably required for the purposes of agriculture on the applicant’s land, and also consider it to be of appropriate size, design, external materials and location, such that it would not seriously detract from the appearance of the AONB.

Overall, therefore, I consider the proposed building to be acceptable and, as such, prior approval of details will not be necessary.



	RECOMMENDATION: That prior approval of details is NOT required.
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
