	COMMENTS/ENVIRONMENTAL/AONB/HUMAN RIGHTS ISSUES/RECOMMENDATION:

	The application relates to a detached property within the settlement of Longridge, which also lies within the Longridge Conservation Area. The proposal is to erect a single storey, extension to the rear of the property that will project approx. 5m from the rear elevation, and approx. 3.5m high to the ridge. It also includes four velux windows within the roof.

Due to the location of the extension, and the existing boundary treatment between the application site and the adjacent dwelling, I am of the opinion that the extension will not be over dominant and will have no significant visual impact or indeed have an impact on the amenity of the occupiers of the adjacent dwelling.
Therefore considering the above points, it is recommended that this application be granted conditionally.
