	The proposal would be unduly harmful to the character, appearance and significance of Ribchester Conservation Area because of the loss of visually, historically and architecturally important (prominent and traditionally constructed) boundary walling, the resulting incongruent and conspicuous interface of the site with Church Street, the intrusion of a modern parking area into an important open space and the loss of visual amenity resulting from damage/destruction of a mature sycamore tree which is subject to a tree preservation order. This would be contrary to Policies ENV16 and ENV18 of the Ribble Valley Districtwide Local Plan.
