	COMMENTS/ENVIRONMENTAL/AONB/HUMAN RIGHTS ISSUES/RECOMMENDATION:

	The application relates to a detached bungalow on Church Close within the main settlement of Waddington.

Permission is sought for the removal of the existing flat roofed porch to the front of the property and the construction of a pitched roof porch on the same footprint measuring approx. 3.4m x 1.3m x 3.6m in height to the ridge. Permission is also sought to change the flat roof of the existing garage to that of a pitched roof to be incorporated and to match the roof of the existing property.

I consider that the scale, size and design of both proposals are acceptable in principle, will compliment the design of the main property and be in-keeping with similar developments that have taken place at neighbouring properties.

The proposed porch will have minimal impact upon neighbouring amenity as there is sufficient distance between properties to either side of the proposal and the glazing to the southern side elevation of the porch would face onto the side elevation of a garage to the neighbouring property only. 

Therefore, I do not consider this application would cause a significant detrimental impact on the visual amenity of the area or on the residential amenity of the occupiers of the surrounding properties. As such, the application is recommended accordingly.


	SUMMARY OF REASONS FOR APPROVAL:

	The proposal has no significant detrimental impact on nearby residential amenity nor would it have an adverse visual impact.

	RECOMMENDATION: That conditional planning permission be granted.
