	The application seeks permission for a single storey, side extension to Dairy Barn Farm, which lies within the A.O.N.B. on the outskirts of Chipping. The main concerns in respect of this proposal are the visual impact of the proposal on the character of the property and on the setting of the A.O.N.B.
