	COMMENTS/ENVIRONMENTAL/AONB/HUMAN RIGHTS ISSUES/RECOMMENDATION:

	The application relates to signage to be erected on and within the site of the approved Lidl  store located on Shawbridge Street within the main settlement of Clitheroe.

Permission is sought to erect three internally illuminated signs to the store, which includes an approx. 2.5m x 2.5m sign to the western and eastern gable elevation with an approx. 1.9m x 1.9m sign to the northern elevation. Initial plans that were submitted detailed the erection of a flagpole type sign with an approx. 2.5m x 2.5m box sign erected on an approx. 7m pole sited at the entrance of the proposed car park accessed via Shawbridge Street.

It was considered that to reduce the visual and neighbouring impact of the proposed flagpole type sign and to reflect the height of signs at the entrance to other retail stores within Clitheroe the dimensions of the flagpole style sign should be reduced. Amended plans have been received in which the sign has been reduced to an approx. 1.9m x 1.9m illuminated box sign on an approx. 6m high pole which I consider to be a visual improvement upon the one previously submitted.

I consider the material, size and design of the illuminated signs to be erected on the store is appropriate and would not have a significantly detrimental impact upon the visual amenity of the area nor on neighbouring residential amenity. The western gable and northern elevation sign do not directly overlook any residential properties, and the western gable sign will be obscured slightly from the existing trees on approach north-eastwards on Peel Street. As the distance between the sign to the eastern elevation of the store and terraced properties opposite on Shawbridge Street is approx. 50 metres away, and the sign is directly below the apex of the roof and as a result will not directly face the front elevation of these residential properties I consider that the impact of this sign upon the amenity of neighbouring residents is minimal and not sufficient as to warrant refusal.

The amendments made to the dimensions of the flagpole sign is considered acceptable in reducing its visual impact and the distance from neighbouring residential properties is sufficient to ensure that any impact upon those residents is minimal.
Therefore, I do not consider this application would cause a significant detrimental impact on the visual amenity of the area or on the residential amenity of the occupiers of the surrounding properties. As such, the application is recommended accordingly



	SUMMARY OF REASONS FOR APPROVAL:

	The proposal has no significant detrimental impact on nearby residential amenity nor would it have an adverse visual impact.
