	This application seeks permission for a non-material amendment to planning consent 3/2009/0107/P – to move the position of the front door approx. 1.8m to the west and provide additional windows to the east elevation at Sandybank Cottage, Folly Lane, Chipping, for practicality purposes, and in order to add more light to the upstairs bedroom.
