	COMMENTS/ENVIRONMENTAL/AONB/HUMAN RIGHTS ISSUES/RECOMMENDATION:

	The application relates to an end terraced property within the settlement of Longridge. The proposal is to erect a single storey, flat roofed extension on the rear of the property that projects approx. 3.94m from the rear elevation, measuring 2.81m in width. The extension extends the existing kitchen that lies within the ground floor of a two-storey extension, and also involves a number of internal alterations.

Given the proposal is an extension to an end terraced property, attached to an existing two storey extension on the rear, there are no concerns regarding the impacts on the amenity of adjacent neighbouring properties. The extension has been designed with a flat roof due to the small space in which it will be constructed, and also to prevent any unnecessary alterations to existing first floor windows. It has been designed to blend in with the existing dwelling, and is considered acceptable from a visual point of view.

Therefore considering the above points, this application is recommended accordingly.
