	COMMENTS/ENVIRONMENTAL/AONB/HUMAN RIGHTS ISSUES/RECOMMENDATION:

	Temporary advertisement consent for a period of two years is sought for a 1.8m x 1.5m V stack sign on posts measuring 2.4m off the ground, that will direct traffic from Mitton Road onto Pendle Drive, and a 42m long x 1.5m high banner sign fixed to the site hoarding on land off Pendle Drive. The signs are to advertise details relating to the recently approved development of 39 dwellings on what the applicant has noted as being called ‘Calderstones Green’.

Considering the requirement for the signs, the very basic and simple design of the signs, the signs location adjacent to the site and that they will only be erected for a period of two years (whilst the development is completed), I do not consider the proposed signs to be unacceptable in visual terms, and they will have no significant impact on the amenity of the nearby residents. Advertisement Consent is therefore recommended accordingly.
