	COMMENTS/ENVIRONMENTAL/AONB/HUMAN RIGHTS ISSUES/RECOMMENDATION:

	The application relates to a mid-terraced property within the settlement of Mellor. The proposal is to replace an existing single storey, lean-to style extension on the rear of the property. The existing structure has a footprint of 2.5m x 3.2m and measures 2.8m to the highest point on the roof. The proposed replacement extension will have the same footprint, however it will measure 3.5m to the highest point.

The only property affected by this proposal is no. 16 Church Lane, which is already affected to some degree by the existing lean-to. The main issue therefore is whether the proposed new extension will exacerbate the existing situation on site. On this basis, given the site lies to the north of affected property, the ground floor window to the rear of no. 16 is considered not to lose any more natural sunlight than is already lost at present by the existing lean-to. The extension has been designed to blend in with the existing dwelling, and is also acceptable from a visual point of view.

Therefore considering the above points, this application is recommended accordingly.
