	This is a Certificate of Lawfulness for a proposed single storey rear extension at a terraced property on Knowsley Road within the main settlement limit of Wilpshire. Permitted Development Rights have not been removed at the property.

Under the provisions of Schedule 2, Part 1, Class A of the Town and Country Planning (General Permitted Development) (Amendment) (No. 2) (England) Order 2008 the criterion below must be met. I will consider each part in turn.

Class A

Permitted development

A. The enlargement, improvement or other alteration of a dwellinghouse.

Development not permitted

A.1 Development is not permitted by Class A if—

(a) as a result of the works, the total area of ground covered by buildings within the curtilage of the dwellinghouse (other than the original dwellinghouse) would exceed 50% of the total area of the curtilage (excluding the ground area of the original dwellinghouse);

No more than 50% of the curtilage of the dwellinghouse will be covered.

(b) the height of the part of the dwellinghouse enlarged, improved or altered would exceed the height of the highest part of the roof of the existing dwellinghouse;

The height of the extension would not exceed the highest part of the house.

(c) the height of the eaves of the part of the dwellinghouse enlarged, improved or altered would exceed the height of the eaves of the existing dwellinghouse;

The height of the eaves would not exceed the height of the eaves of the house.

(d)
the enlarged part of the dwellinghouse would extend beyond a wall which—


(i)
fronts a highway, and

(ii)   forms either the principal elevation or a side elevation of the original dwellinghouse;

The works do not extend beyond a wall which fronts a highway.

(e)
the enlarged part of the dwellinghouse would have a single storey and—


(i)
extend beyond the rear wall of the original dwellinghouse by more than 4 metres in the case of a detached dwellinghouse, or 3 metres in the case of any other dwellinghouse, or

 (ii)  exceed 4 metres in height;
The extension does not extend beyond the rear wall of by more than 3 metres or exceed 4 metres in height.

(f)
the enlarged part of the dwellinghouse would have more than one storey and—


(i)
extend beyond the rear wall of the original dwellinghouse by more than 3 metres, or

(ii) be within 7 metres of any boundary of the curtilage of the dwellinghouse opposite the rear wall of the dwellinghouse;

                         The extension is single storey.

(g)
the enlarged part of the dwellinghouse would be within 2 metres of the boundary of the curtilage of the dwellinghouse, and the height of the eaves of the enlarged part would exceed 3 metres; 

        The eaves height of the extension would not exceed 3 metres.

(h)
the enlarged part of the dwellinghouse would extend beyond a wall forming a side elevation of the original dwellinghouse, and would— 


(i)
exceed 4 metres in height,


(ii)
have more than one storey, or

(ii) have a width greater than half the width of the original dwellinghouse; or

The extension does not extend beyond a wall forming a side elevation.

(i)
it would consist of or include—


(i)
the construction or provision of a veranda, balcony or raised platform,


(ii)
the installation, alteration or replacement of a microwave antenna,


(iii)
the installation, alteration or replacement of a chimney, flue or soil and vent pipe, or

(iii) an alteration to any part of the roof of the dwellinghouse.

The works do not include any of the above.

A.2 In the case of a dwellinghouse on article 1(5) land, development is not permitted by Class A if—

(a)
it would consist of or include the cladding of any part of the exterior of the dwellinghouse with stone, artificial stone, pebble dash, render, timber, plastic or tiles;

(b)
the enlarged part of the dwellinghouse would extend beyond a wall forming a side elevation of the original dwellinghouse; or

(d) the enlarged part of the dwellinghouse would have more than one storey and extend beyond the rear wall of the original dwellinghouse.

The extension does not include any of the approved works

             Conditions

                A.3  Development is permitted by Class A subject to the following conditions – 

                       (a) the materials used in any exterior work (other than materials used in the construction of a 

                             conservatory) shall be of similar appearance to those used in the construction of the

                             exterior of the existing dwellinghouse;

                        It was apparent when conducting my site visit that the original property is constructed

                        of natural stone to the front and rear elevation. The original plan submitted detailed 

                        that the walls of the extension are to be constructed of cement render and as such

                        would not comply with the above condition. Subsequently, the agent has re-submitted

                        an amended plan confirming that the walls are to be constructed of natural stone and I

                        am therefore satisfied that the proposal as amended now conforms with this part of 

· the G.P.D.O.

For the reasons stated above, the application can be classed as permitted development and does not require formal planning permission as stated in the General Permitted Development Order 2008.


	SUMMARY OF REASONS FOR APPROVAL:
