	COMMENTS/ENVIRONMENTAL/AONB/HUMAN RIGHTS ISSUES/RECOMMENDATION:

	Chipping & District Memorial Hall is located off Garstang Road, Chipping. It sits outside the Conservation Area but lies within the Forest of Bowland Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty.

With regards to the development proposed, the extension will provide toilets accessible to users of both the tennis courts and the football pitches, as well as for any other events taking place on site. The extension is situated within a recess on the southwestern corner of the building, and will measure 1.4m x 4.075m. The extension has been designed to blend in with the existing building on site, and will be constructed in materials to match.

On this basis, given the minimal visual impact of the extension, the application is recommended accordingly.



	SUMMARY OF REASONS FOR APPROVAL:

	The proposal represents an appropriate form of development and given its design, size and location would not result in visual detriment to the surrounding countryside, nor would its use have an adverse impact on highway safety.
