	COMMENTS/ENVIRONMENTAL/AONB/HUMAN RIGHTS ISSUES/RECOMMENDATION:

	The application relates to a semi-detached house on the south-east side of Chipping Road close to the junction with the Derby Arms PH.  The application site is outside a recognised settlement limit, within an area designated as Open Countryside, as defined by the Ribble Valley Districtwide Local Plan (adopted June 1998).   

Permission is sought to erect a UPVC conservatory at the rear of the property with approximate dimensions of 4.65m x 3.8m x 3.1m.  It would have a glazed hipped roof.  

The proposed extension will partly fill the space between the existing kitchen projection and detached single garage and is visually acceptable due to its subordinate scale.  The rear of the property overlooks fields therefore there would be no residential amenity concerns as a result of the development.

Therefore, taking the above comments into consideration I recommend the application accordingly.

	SUMMARY OF REASONS FOR APPROVAL:

	The proposal has no significant detrimental impact on nearby residential amenity nor would it have an adverse visual impact.
