	COMMENTS/ENVIRONMENTAL/AONB/HUMAN RIGHTS ISSUES/RECOMMENDATION:

	The application relates to a bungalow on the west side of Pinder Close, Waddington that is adjoined on both sides by other bungalows and at the rear by the recreation ground.  

The application is for the infilling of a small recess (approximately 3.3m x 3.2m) at the rear of the property.  It would have a pitched roof and would be constructed using facing bricks and roof tiles to match the existing property.  

This relatively minor proposal would not have any adverse effects upon the amenities of any adjoining residents nor upon the appearance of the dwelling.  As such, I can see no objections to this application.

A Protected Species Survey Report submitted with the application concludes that the risk of disturbance to bats is unlikely. However a condition requiring compliance with mitigation measures is still necessary.
