	Permission is sought to discharge condition no. 3 in relation to the materials to be used in the construction of the approved boundary stone wall (appn. 3/2010/0704) to provide a parking area for vehicles at the end-terraced property fronting Whalley Road, within the main settlement of Read.

The applicant submitted a stone sample, and following a site visit to the property it was considered that whilst the texture and size of brick was appropriate, the colour was too light when viewed against the gable elevation of the applicant’s property and in comparison to other stone-built properties on this row. 

Following a discussion with the applicant a further stone sample was submitted (Marshalls – Cromwell Fine Faced Pitched Weathered). It is now considered that the alternative sample of stone is more weathered in appearance and as such would reflect over time the appearance of the property and those within the locality.

I am therefore satisfied that the proposed material used in the construction of the stone boundary wall is appropriate and as such, condition No. 3 of approved application 3/2010/0704 can be fully discharged.

For information, previously approved application 3/2010/0704 also includes two other conditions that require completion before work commences on the construction of the wall. Therefore whilst the materials condition is discharged, the applicant is to be made aware that two further conditions (condition 4. in relation to a T.R.O and condition 5. in relation to the establishment of a footway) must be completed before work commences.
