	COMMENTS/ENVIRONMENTAL/AONB/HUMAN RIGHTS ISSUES/RECOMMENDATION:

	Permission is sought to renew application 3/2009/0088P, which granted permission for the erection of a two-storey side extension and single storey extension to the front and rear of the applicant’s semi-detached property within the main settlement limit of Billington. Consent was granted for the previous application on the 3rd of April 2009 with the standard 3-year time condition.

This application to renew the above consent was made valid on the 29th of March 2012 and thus the 2009 permission was extant when the current application was made. Government guidance is clear that where no material change in planning circumstances occurs a refusal to renew planning permission may be unreasonable.

No changes have been made to the application or to the policies relating to householder extensions contained within the Ribble Valley Districtwide Local Plan and the Councils SPG ‘Extensions and Alterations to Dwellings’. In addition it is considered that the proposed extensions comply with the principles of the adopted National Planning Policy Framework (NPPF), and as such the application is recommended accordingly.
