	The permission shall relate to the development as shown on Plan Reference No. 2501-01-Revision B.

Reason:  For the avoidance of doubt and to ensure that the development is carried out in accordance with the submitted plans.



	3. 
	Prior to the completition of the development hereby approved, the window on the north facing elevation of the property shall be replaced with a fixed light and obscure glazed to the satisfaction of the Local Planning Authority.  It shall remain in that manner in perpetuity.

Reason:   In order to protect nearby residential amenity in accordance with Policy G1 of the Ribble Valley Districtwide Local Plan.



	4. 
	The new escape window within the south facing elevation at first floor shall be glazed in accordance with the approved plans, and fitted with restrictors limiting the degree of opening to not more than 45°.  Thereafter it shall be maintained in that condition in perpetuity to the satisfaction of the Local Planning Authority.

Reason:   In order to protect nearby residential amenity in accordance with Policy G1 of the Ribble Valley Districtwide Local Plan.

	5. 
	Unless otherwise agreed in writing with the Local Planning Authority the development shall be carried out in strict accordance with the recommendations of the bat survey and report submitted with the application dated 18th of April 2012.

Reason:  To comply with policies G1 and ENV7 of the Ribble Valley Districtwide Local Plan ensuring that no species/habitat protected by the Wildlife and Countryside Act 1981 are destroyed.



	6. 
	Site contractors & site project mananagers shall be made aware of the legal protection afforded all species of bats in the UK.  Building contractors shall take care when removing fascia boards, verge tiles & ridge tiles, and avoid removing roofing materials between May & August.

In the event that any bats are found or disturbed during any part of the development/roofing work, all work shall cease until further advice has been sought from a licensed ecologist.

Reason:  To ensure that no adverse effects on the favourable conservation status of a bat population, and to protect the bat population from damaging activities and reduce or remove the impact of development.
