	COMMENTS/ENVIRONMENTAL/AONB/HUMAN RIGHTS ISSUES/RECOMMENDATION:

	This application seeks to discharge conditions; 5,8,9,12,13 and 14 of planning permission 3/2008/0036P, which related to the conversion of a stone barn to form a single holiday cottage at Cragg House, Out Lane, Chipping.

It should be noted that within this application the applicant has stated that the approved development has already being completed. 

Condition No.5 (Materials) – The materials used are sandstone and blue slate, as detailed within the application form and the submitted pictures. The use of these materials is considered appropriate.

Condition Nos. 8 & 9 (Gateposts/visibility splays & access road materials) – These details have been considered by the County Surveyor (Highways) who is satisfied that conditions 8 & 9 can be discharged.

Condition No.12 (Contaminated Land Survey) – Details of the remediation methods used in the construction of the development have being submitted. This details that the measures used are in accordance with the advice of Building Control.  

Condition No.13 (Foul and Surface Water) – The applicant has submitted details of the sewage treatment unit installed and a copy of their Consent to Discharge issued by the Environment Agency. 

Condition No.14 (Landscaping) – This condition is not a pre-commencement condition, it is intended as a statement of fact. This condition cannot therefore be formally discharged. It is for the applicant to ensure that this condition is being satisfied in accordance with the planning permission granted.
