	Conditions 10, 12, 13 and 16 are discharged.



	
	Conditions 3 & 4 are discharged insofar as they relate to the details provided however there remains the need to complete the schemes in accordance with the details so approved and to provide a timetable to the Local Planning Authority on the programming of the pumping station.



	
	Condition 7 is discharged insofar as it relates to the submitted details but there remains the need to retain the systems identified after initial installation. 



	
	Condition 8 is discharged insofar as it relates to the details submitted and later revised in correspondence dated 3 September 2012.  There remains the need however for the works to be implemented under the supervision of an appropriate representative of Swift Conservation before the development is brought into use.  



	
	Condition 9 is discharged insofar as it relates to the details submitted but there remains the need to implement the plan and manage for five years to the satisfaction of the LPA.



	
	Condition 11 is discharged insofar as it relates to the submitted information but there remains the need to keep the tree protection measures in place throughout the period of construction.

	Condition 14 is discharged in respect of the details submitted in relation to desk study, site investigation, risk assessment and proposals for remediation.  However the condition has several elements to it and the final part of the condition requires that on completion of the remediation detailed in the Method Statement a report is submitted to the LPA that provides verification that the required works regarding contamination have been carried out in accordance with the approved Method Statement.
