	COMMENTS/ENVIRONMENTAL/AONB/HUMAN RIGHTS ISSUES/RECOMMENDATION:

	An application has been received for the formal release of a 106 Agreement at the above site.  Planning permission has already been granted (3/2011/0249/P) for the formal removal of the restrictive ‘holiday let only’ condition no. 2 from permission 3/1998/0729/P, and as such this proposal seeks consent to formally release the S106 agreement that also controls the site as stipulated by Condition no. 9 of this same consent.  As discussed in application number 3/2011/0249/P, Policy H23 of the Local Plan states that ‘proposals seeking the removal of conditions which restrict the occupation of dwellings to tourism/visitor usage will be refused unless the proposal conforms to the normal development control policies of the Local Plan.  Local Plan Policy H2 allows the conversion of buildings to dwellings in the open countryside subject to certain criteria, with Local Plan Policy H17 advising that ‘the conversion of appropriate buildings within settlements or which form part of already defined groups is acceptable’.  The building itself sits to the northeast of four other buildings and to the south of another, at the end of Moss Lane, and was therefore considered to form a part of an established group of buildings.  The removal of the occupancy condition (No. 2) was therefore considered acceptable in principle, and on this basis there are no objections to the formal release of the S106 that also controls the use of this building.



	SUMMARY OF REASONS FOR APPROVAL:

	The requested release of the S106 relating to condition no. 9 is in accordance with the presently applicable policies and would not result in any seriously detrimental effects upon visual amenity, the amenities of any nearby residents or highway safety.



	RECOMMENDATION: That the S106 relating to application number 3/1998/0729/P be formally released.
