	1
	The site is in a relatively isolated, predominantly rural and open location, and the development of the site in principle would therefore not be in accordance with the NPPF presumption in favour of sustainable development, and is also considered by definition to be inappropriate development contrary to Local Plan Policies G1, G5 and H2, and Core Strategy 2008/2028 Regulation 22 Submission Draft Policies DMG1, DMG2, DMH1 and DMH3.  Approval of this application would lead to the creation of a new dwelling in the open countryside without sufficient justification to the detriment of the visual amenities of the area.



	
	The Local Planning Authority operates a pre-planning application advice service which applicants are encouraged to use. This was not used in this case. As the application site is in an unsustainable location the proposal is considered to be unacceptable in principle as it is contrary to advice in NPPF and contrary to policies in both the Council's Local Plan and its emerging Core Strategy. These objections could not have been resolved through discussion/negotiation.
