	This application seeks to discharge a condition attached to previously granted planning permission. 

Planning permission was granted under reference 3/2012/0549 for the erection of a rear extension to form a home office at New Marles Farm. Attached to which there was a pre-commencement condition requiring details of the exterior materials including window details. 

The development is to be constructed from stone whilst the roof is to be finished in stone slates. The materials to be used have been reclaimed from a demolished mill elsewhere in the region. The stone is to be cut and dressed to be in keeping with the stone used in the existing dwelling.

Having viewed samples of the materials on site, I am satisfied that they would be wholly in keeping with the materials used in the existing dwelling and would be appropriate in this situation.
