	COMMENTS/ENVIRONMENTAL/AONB/HUMAN RIGHTS ISSUES/RECOMMENDATION:

	The approval of details required in connection with planning condition no’s 7 (phase II intrusive site investigation report) and 10 (foul and surface water drainage) of planning permission 3/2012/1011/P relating to an approved application for the erection of seven houses comprising six semi-detached houses for social rent and one detached private house on land next to 14 Church Raike, Chipping.

Condition no. 7 – The Agent has submitted and providing an Interim Phase II Geotechnical & Environmental Assessment and providing the measures indicated in the Remediation Summary and Chapter 6 of the document are carried out in full, the Council are satisfied with the scheme proposed.  The document produced is considered acceptable in terms of the requirements of this Condition.

Condition no. 10 – The information provided in relation to this condition is not considered sufficient to enable United Utilities or the Council to formal agree the discharge of this condition.  The information has been requested from the Agent but no further detail has been forthcoming.  On this basis, and at this time, the Condition cannot be discharged.
