	COMMENTS/ENVIRONMENTAL/AONB/HUMAN RIGHTS ISSUES/RECOMMENDATION:

	A non-material amendment is sought to the planning permission recently granted under reference 3/2013/0061 dated February 2013.

The proposed amendment consists of the omission of a small single storey extension to the south west elevation and the formation of an additional sliding/folding door opening to the south west elevation. The internal room layout has also been amended slightly, however this internal amendment falls outside of the planning system.

The proposed amendments would result in a development that would be slightly smaller than that which has been approved. The provision of additional sliding/folding door openings on the southwest elevation would not materially alter the development or be prejudicial to the residential amenity of the area. This is by virtue of the doors being located in the rear elevation of the dwelling and opening directly into the existing rear garden area of the dwelling.

I am satisfied that the proposed amendments are non material and they do not materially change the development that was previously approved. I therefore recommend accordingly.

	The proposal has no significant detrimental impact on nearby residential amenity nor would it have an adverse visual impact.
