	COMMENTS/ENVIRONMENTAL/AONB/HUMAN RIGHTS ISSUES/RECOMMENDATION:

	This proposal is for a discharge of condition in relation to the walling and roofing material for an extension which was previously approved under application 3/2013/0163/P for a link building and minor alterations to a doorway.  The submitted materials are blue slate roofing material and natural stone as a walling material.  The bulk of the building is of blue slate and I consider that this is to be acceptable in relation to this modest extension and the stone is reclaimed natural stone timber to that use on the existing building.

The building is a Grade II listed building located in a relatively isolated position and situated within the Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty.  It is important to ensure that natural materials are use and I consider these materials to be acceptable.
