	Consent is sought to discharge the materials condition of 3/2010/0586/P which detailed the demolition and replacement of an existing dwellinghouse at Lower Newhouse Farm, Waddington.  Condition 3 of that consent requires the submission of precise specifications/samples of walling and flooring materials to be used and approval in writing by the Local Planning Authority prior to their use in the proposed works.

As originally submitted the details show reclaimed slate to the roof and Waddington stone.  However, the applicants have since requested to use a different stone sourced from Kirby Lonsdale with a photograph of the samples provided on 16 September that as well as a change to the stone samples suggested a random instead of coursed construction.  The sample produced had a red hue to it and further details were provided by the applicant on 25 October 2013 and 6 November 2013 – the latter including a video of the Fairhurst stonework used on another property.  Whilst that does still have a range of colours from dark through to buff, I am of the o pinion that as the red hue is not as prevalent its use would be acceptable in these works.

Therefore on the basis of the information submitted by the applicant regarding the type of stone to be used and the use of reclaimed slate to the roof, the condition can be partially discharged. There remains the need to carry out the works in accordance with the details so approved.
