	The removal of the condition requiring the occupancy to be ancillary to the main building would permit the habitation of the building by a separate family which would in turn lead to an increase in the trips to / from the property.  Currently the access onto Fish House Lane is loose gravel which is encroaching onto the public highway, also due to the gradient of the access there is concern that any water run-off would flow across the carriageway which would not be acceptable.  Therefore, it is requested that prior to the separate occupation of the above dwelling, the access road shall be re-surfaced with adequate drainage incorporated and in the access road in order that the traffic generated by the proposal does not exacerbate unsatisfactory highway conditions.
