	Before the development hereby permitted becomes operative, the existing or replacement hedge/ fence on the highway frontage of the site to Fish House Lane shall be reduced to and be permanently maintained henceforth at a height not greater than 900m above the crown level of the carriageway of Fish House Lane.  

Reason:  To comply with Policy G1 of the Ribble Valley Districtwide Local Plan and Policy DMG1 of the Ribble Valley Core Strategy (Regulation 22 Submission Draft) and to ensure adequate visibility for the drivers of vehicles entering and leaving the site.

	Before the access is used for vehicular purposes, any gateposts erected at the access shall be positioned 5m behind the nearside edge of the carriageway and visibility splay fences or walls shall be erected from the gateposts to the existing highway boundary, such splays shall be 45° to the centre line of the access.  The gates shall open away from the highway.  Should the access remain un-gated 45° splays shall be provided between the highway boundary and points on either side of the drive measured 5m back from the nearside edge of the carriageway.
