	The proposals will be unduly harmful to the character (including setting) and significance of the listed building and the character, appearance and significance of Clitheroe Conservation Area because of the loss of important historic fabric in historic stair removal and new stair installation, the distortion of room shapes and obscuring of important plan form elements in new stair and wall division installation and the erection of prominent and incongruous fencing.
