	Ribble Valley Borough Council hereby give notice in pursuance of the provisions of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990 that permission has been refused for the carrying out of the above development for the following reason(s):



	1
	The proposal would be unduly harmful to the setting of the listed buildings (characterised by the close and harmonic juxtaposition of the church, hall and aisled barn) and the character of the area immediately adjacent to the Forest of Bowland Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty because the roadside walling and car port would be conspicuous, incongruous and visually intrusive. This is contrary to Ribble Valley Districtwide Local Plan Policies ENV19, G1 and ENV2, National Planning Policy Framework Paragraph 17 (conserve heritage assets in a manner appropriate to their significance), Paragraph 131 (development sustaining and enhancing the significance of heritage assets and positively contributing to local character and distinctiveness) and Paragraph 132 (great weight to conservation) and Core Strategy Regulation 22 Submission Draft Post Submission Version (including proposed main changes) Policies DME4, DMG1 and DMG2.



	2
	The proposal would be detrimental to highway safety because the 1.6m high walling would not provide adequate visibility for drivers of vehicles entering and leaving the site. This is contrary to Ribble Valley Districtwide Local Plan Policy G1 and Core Strategy Regulation 22 Submission Draft Post Submission Version (including proposed main changes) Policy DMG1.
