	The applicant is advised that should there be any deviation from the approved plan the Local Planning Authority must be informed.  It is therefore vital that any future Building Regulation application must comply with the approved planning application.

	The applicant is advised that the Local Planning Authority would wish the windows on the existing property and the approved extensions be white in colour to match the identical property to which the dwelling is attached and other dwellings on Waddow Grove.  A uniformity of similar house types with white windows exists within the street scene and makes a valuable contribution to visual amenity.

	The Local Planning Authority worked positively and proactively with the agent to identify various solutions during pre-application discussions to ensure the proposal comprised sustainable development and would improve the economic, social and environmental conditions of the area and would accord with the development plan.
