Application 3/2014/0506 – 150 Shireburn Park, Clitheroe

Cut back branches on two trees to facilitate TV reception
Site visit 20/06/14

Both trees are goat willow and are of an early mature age. The willow tree between caravans 150 and 151 is heavily one sided with over extended limbs hanging heavily over the parking area of 151, therefore this tree should be removed rather than pruned. 

The willow between 150 and 149 is in a good condition and should be crown lifted to allow greater clearance to the caravan and to give clearance for the TV reception. TV reception on its own is not a reasonable reason to allow for pruning of protected trees, but in this case the tree is growing close to the caravan and the pruning is justified to prevent damage from occurring.
