	Proposal

This application is for a Certificate of Lawfulness for a proposed development comprising a kitchen extension at Willow House, Slaidburn Road, Waddington.

The merits of the proposal are not under consideration as the application is seeking formal confirmation that the proposal is lawful under the terms of the Town & Country Planning (General Permitted Development) Order 1995 (GPDO) as amended.

Extensions to dwellings fall under Schedule 2, Part 1, Class A of the GPDO which permits the enlargement, improvement or other alteration of a dwellinghouse.
However, permitted development rights have been removed at the application property as a condition of its conversion from an agricultural building. Therefore, notwithstanding the provisions of the Town and Country Planning (General Permitted Development) Order 1995 (as amended) any future extensions and external alterations to the dwelling including any development within the curtilage as defined in Schedule 2, Part 1, Classes A to H shall not be carried out without formal consent of the Local Planning Authority.
As such, the proposal does not meet the criteria to be permitted development.
