	The proposed development, by virtue of its design and mass, would result in an unsympathetic and incongruous scheme of development that would be harmful to the character and visual amenities of the existing building and the wider built environment. This would be contrary to Policies G1 and H10 of the Ribble Valley Districtwide Local Plan and Policies DMG1 and DMH5 of the Ribble Valley Core Strategy Submission Version as proposed to be modified.

	Insufficient evidence has been submitted to assess the potential impact of the development on protected species, namely bats. In the absence of such information therefore, the likelihood that the proposed works will cause disturbance to bats, result in the loss of a bat roost or cause injury or death to bats cannot be determined.
