	The proposal is considered contrary to Key Statement DS1 and Policy DMG2 of the Ribble Valley Core Strategy Submission Version as proposed to be modified in that approval would lead to the creation of a new dwelling in a Tier 2 settlement without sufficient justification which would cause harm to the development strategy for the borough as set out in the emerging Core Strategy leading to unsustainable development.



	2
	The proposed development, by reason of its size, siting and the restricted plot dimensions, would result in a cramped form of development, out of character with the surrounding area and adversely affecting the amenities which occupiers of neighbouring property could reasonably expect to enjoy through loss of light and overbearing impact. As such, it is to Policy G1 of the Ribble Valley Districtwide Local Plan and Policy DMG1 of the Ribble Valley Core Strategy (submission version as proposed to be modified).



	3
	The proposal would result in the loss of a traditional stone wall to the detriment of the visual amenity and character of this countryside area contrary to Policy ENV13 of the Ribble Valley Districtwide Local Plan and Policy DME2 of the Ribble Valley Core Strategy (submission version as proposed to be modified).



	4
	In the absence in the application of satisfactory details of off-street parking provision, and of turning facilities within the site to enable vehicles to enter and leave in forward gear, the proposed development could be detrimental to highway safety contrary to Policy G1 of the Ribble Valley Districtwide Local Plan and Policy DMG1 of the Ribble Valley Core Strategy Submission Version as proposed to be modified.
