	This application seeks a variation of a Section 106 to change the tenure of the properties at Kirklands Chipping.  The main change is that the properties are no longer down as intermediate rent but to the affordable rent and also that there will be no references for the houses to be sold as all the units will be for rental purposes.  This element of the modification does not fundamentally alter the affordability criteria and would still be subject to all other restrictions.  The issue has been discussed with the Council’s Housing Officer who raises no concern to the amendment.  On that basis I consider it prudent to allow the variation of the Section 106 Agreement and advise that work be carried out to modify the Section 106 Agreement.
