	The external facing materials, detailed on the approved plans, shall be used and no others substituted.

Reason: To ensure that the materials to be used are appropriate to the locality in accordance with Policies DMG1 and DMH5 of the Ribble Valley Core Strategy Adoption Version.



	4. 
	Notwithstanding the details shown on the approved plans, the existing area of facing bricks on the front (south west) elevation shall be retained. 

Reason: To comply with Policy DMG1 of the Ribble Valley Core Strategy to ensure a satisfactory standard of appearance in the interests of visual amenity.

	5. 
	Notwithstanding the details shown on the approved plans, the bedroom window in the side (south east) elevation of the extension hereby permitted shall be fitted with obscure glass and obscure glazing shall be retained at all times thereafter. The obscure glazing shall be to at least Level 3 on the Pilkington Levels of Privacy, or such equivalent as may be agreed in writing by the local planning authority.

Reason: In the interests of the privacy of occupiers of neighbouring property.



	6. 
	The 400mm permeable strip abutting the public footway shall be paved in permanent construction.

Reason: To prevent loose surface material from being carried on to the public highway thus causing a potential source of danger to other road users.



	7. 
	Unless otherwise agreed in writing with the Local Planning Authority the development shall be carried out in strict accordance with the recommendations of the Bat Survey dated 2nd December 2014 that was submitted with the application.

Reason: To safeguard the favourable conservation status of the bat population in accordance with Policy DME3 of the Ribble Valley Core Strategy Adopted Version.
