	COMMENTS/ENVIRONMENTAL/AONB/HUMAN RIGHTS ISSUES/RECOMMENDATION:

	This proposal seeks prior notification consent in connection the works for a new training facility at British Aerospace Systems, Samlesbury. The site has been confirmed as an enterprise zone and following the designation local development order has been created to seek to minimise the need for full applications. The siting of the training facility is predominately within the borough of South Ribble and is within the main confines of the British Aerospace complex. Although the proposal will ultimately result in new access points and will be visible via the through road, it is still within the main confines of the built for of the British Aerospace complex.  A detailed submission has been made with this application which includes amongst other things car parking appraisals, landscaping reports, archaeological evaluations and a design and access statement. The building is of a similar design to the recently constructed office complex and would sit comfortably within the architectural style of the new block. The building is a modular concept and has three workshop bays and one lower bay for additional training facilities. The building is punctuated with various fenestration details and therefore is broken up in architectural style with glazing links between the modular buildings. The building is a considerable size and would measure approximately 116m x 36m with a maximum height of 14m. The scope and design of the building is compliant with the Local Development Order and the criteria set within the order and as such I consider it can be determined as a prior notification application. since the original submission, additional information has been submitted and the Lancashire Enterprise Partnership have now confirmed on the basis of additional information submitted that the proposal is compliant.  It is therefore considered that under section 5a of the prior notification of development form of the LDO, that it constitutes permitted development.
