	The building hereby permitted shall be used only for the parking of domestic vehicles, for private domestic storage purposes, as a private study and for the stabling of horses ancillary to the use of the dwelling known as Loudside Cottage. It shall not be used for any trade or business purposes, nor shall it be converted and used as ancillary living accommodation, unless a further planning permission has first been granted in respect of the use of the building for any such purposes.

REASON: To comply with the terms of the application and because any alternative uses of the building could be detrimental to the character of the locality and the amenities of nearby residents contrary to Policy DMG1 of the Ribble Valley Core Strategy (Adopted Version)



	4. 
	The stables building hereby permitted shall be for private use only and shall not be used in connection with any commercial enterprise such as livery stables or riding school.

Reason: In the interests of the amenities and character of the locality and to comply with Policies DMG1 and DME2 of the Ribble Valley Core Strategy (Adopted Version).

	The stables hereby permitted shall not be used until three manure composting bins have been provided in accordance with the details comprised in the submitted plans and Appendix 2 to the Planning Statement. The bins shall be appropriately used at all times when the stables are in use, and the storage and management of manure shall comply at all times with the advice given in Note Numbers 4, 5 and 6 attached to this planning permission..

Reason:  To prevent pollution of the water environment in accordance with Policy DMG1 of the Ribble Valley Core Strategy (Adopted Version).

	2. 
	The applicant is advised that should there be any deviation from the approved plan the Local Planning Authority must be informed.  It is therefore vital that any future Building Regulation application must comply with the approved planning application.


	3. 
	The grant of planning permission does not entitle a developer to obstruct a right of way and any proposed stopping-up or diversion of a right of way should be the subject of an Order under the appropriate Act. Footpaths 33 & 33a in the parish of Chipping are in the vicinity of the approved development.


	4. 
	Manure should be managed in accordance with The Code of Good Agricultural Practice (COGAP) for the protection of water, soil and air (produced by DEFRA). Permanent stores for solid horse manure should have bases that do not let liquids pass through and the bases should slope such that liquid run-off is contained within the store. Applicants should consider providing a roof to keep rainfall off the manure to minimise the volume of liquids produced and reduce odour by keeping the manure as dry as possible.

	The Local Planning Authority operates a pre-planning application advice service which applicants are encouraged to use.
