	The proposal is considered contrary to Key Statements DS1, DS2 and Policies DMG2, DMG3 and DMH3 of the Ribble Valley Core Strategy (Adopted Version) in that the approval would lead to the creation of new dwellings in the Forest of Bowland AONB without sufficient justification which would cause harm to the development strategy for the borough.  It is further considered that the approval of this application would lead to an unsustainable form of development in a location that does not benefit from local services or facilities, placing further reliance on the private motor-vehicle contrary to the NPPF presumption in favour of sustainable development.


	2
	The proposal, by virtue of its siting, layout, design and external appearance would result in the introduction of incongruous form of development that fails to respond positively to or enhance the immediate context and as such would be harmful to the character and appearance of the surrounding countryside and would fail to conserve and enhance the natural beauty of the Forest of Bowland Area AONB contrary to Key Statement EN2 and Policies DME2, DMG1 and DMH3 of the Ribble Valley Core Strategy (Adopted Version) and Paragraph 115 of the National Planning Policy Framework.


	3
	The proposed development would create a harmful precedent for the acceptance of other similar unjustified proposals without sufficient justification which cumulatively would have an adverse impact on the implementation of the Development Strategy, as adopted within the Ribble Valley Core Strategy, contrary to the interests of the proper planning of the area in accordance with core principles and policies of the NPPF.
