	Notwithstanding the provisions of the Town and Country Planning (General Permitted Development) Order 2015 (or any Order revoking, amending or re-enacting that Order) any future extensions and/or alterations to the dwelling including any development within the curtilage as defined in Schedule 2 Part 1 Classes A to H shall not be carried out unless a further planning permission has first been granted in respect thereof.

Reason: To enable the Local Planning Authority to exercise control over development which could materially harm the character and visual amenities of the development and locality and the amenities of nearby residents in accordance with Policies DMG1 and  DME2 of the Ribble Valley Core Strategy (Adopted Version).

	The vehicular accesses and driveways/parking spaces shall all be provided in accordance with Drawing Number !4/116/P02 Rev.C prior to the first occupation of the dwellings to which they relate, and shall be retained thereafter in perpetuity clear of any obstruction to their designated use. viii) A management plan to control the emission of dust and dirt during construction identifying suitable mitigation measures;
